During the summer of 2009, following two years of 
exemplary service which culminated in the completion of 
Montserrat College of Art’s first new buildings, the Board 
of Trustees voted to name the new student residence village 
after President Helena J. Sturnick, Ph.D. in recognition of her 
vision, passion and leadership.

Today, the Montserrat campus celebrates the naming of the 
Helena J. Sturnick Village.

Dr. Sturnick came to campus in June of 2007 following an outstanding career 
in higher education and leadership consulting which has taken her around the 
globe. Her service includes presidencies at The Union Institute and University, 
Cincinnati, OH; Vermont College, Montpelier, VT; Keene State College, NH; and 
the University of Maine at Farmington. She has also served as Vice President and 
Director of the Office of Women in Higher Education and the American Council 
on Education, both in Washington, DC. She previously served as Vice President 
for Academic Affairs at Southwest State University, MN; and as Interim Provost 
at Paul Smith’s College, NY. The recipient of several awards for her leadership 
and for her work with women, minorities and global leadership issues, she has 
chaired numerous national and regional task forces and committees, and is the 
recipient of several honorary doctorates. This spring President Sturnick was 
named by The Salem News as one of the 100 Top Leaders of the North Shore. 

She holds a BA in English and History from the University of North Dakota, an 
MA in English from Miami University, Oxford, Ohio and her Ph.D. in English 
from Ohio State University, Columbus, OH.  She is an accomplished pianist and 
draws in pastels.     

Montserrat College of Art is a residential college of visual art and design in 
coastal Beverly, Massachusetts, offering the BFA, year-round community 
education courses, and several free, public galleries exhibiting works and hosting 
lectures by international, national and regional contemporary artists. Founded in 
1970, the college in 2008 was recognized by The Boston Globe as one of the Top 
100 Places to Work and by Beverly Main Streets as Beverly’s Best Business.

The vision of Montserrat College of Art is to be recognized as the 
nation’s premier, independent small art college.
